We have been credited with eight battles. Taey Deilouard,
Pont-a-Mousson and Blenod, Chaudron Farms, Exernfdenille

and Sommerance, St. Georges and Imecourt, Sommouthe

Warniforet. The first two that we were in was hetSt. Michiel
sector and the last six were in the Agoone secide. stayed in the
lines until November '8 and then we turned back to go to the rd
We had been in the lines continually from Octobr &Ve arrived
at Les Islette on November 11 We stopped there for a week a
then went on to St. Menehould. We stayed in Sthéheuld for a
month and then we went on the training to Belmont.

| don’t know how long we will be here. but | rephat we will
soon go back to the U.S. | had a letter from Arthinis brother]
saying that he had arrived safely in New York. e pretty lucky
to get back home so soon.
